DEVIZES BOWLS CLUB
Male League Selection Guidelines

Process for 4 Rink, 3 Link & Mid Wilts Leagues
Squad selection for each league is the responsibility of Devizes Bowls Committee and will be carried out by male members on the committee.
Club Members will be invited during September of each season to nominate themselves for selection into league squads for the following year, indicating their availability throughout the season. 
Members may nominate themselves for all leagues in which the Club competes but they will only be selected for a maximum of 2 squads. For the Mid Wilts League members may indicate their preference for one of the two teams. The Bowls Committee may have to override a preference in order to ensure the best selection for the Club.
The accepted hierarchy of leagues in Wiltshire is 4 rink league, 3 rink league and Mid Wilts league. It is expected that members will, during the course of their playing over the years, move up and down this hierarchy. 
Within Devizes Bowls Club the Mid Wilts League is seen as a development opportunity for less experienced bowlers and will also include some experienced bowlers who are able to mentor team members.
The Bowls Committee will select the league squads in appropriate numbers from the nomination lists using the selection criteria below
For each league the Bowls Committee will also select the appropriate number of leaders who in turn as a league group will be responsible for identifying each team and positions within the team. The league group leaders will meet as often as necessary, but in any event no less than once a month, to review their teams.
Members who are unhappy with a selection decision will have the right of appeal in writing to an appeal panel (appointed by The Bowls Committee). 
Any appeal must be based on the selection criteria below and its application. The appeal group will endeavour to issue a written decision and reasons within 14 days, their decision being final.
Selection Criteria - Guidelines
The purpose of selection at all levels is to ensure Devizes Bowls Club fields the best available bowlers, making the best teams.
Selection should take into account the need for all bowlers to improve their skills both as individuals and as team members.
The non-availability of a selected squad member should be regarded as a development opportunity for another bowler. This should not contravene the two league per member guideline, except where no other option is available and should only be for the minimum time necessary.
Although selection decisions due to the voluntary nature of the club will remain a largely subjective process for each individual selector, good communication should produce agreed outcomes. For both squad and team selection, performance in the previous season’s club, county and national competitions should be regarded as a valued objective judgment.
Attributes:
· Skill at bowling

· Skill and contribution as a team member

· Skill in respect of position within a team

· Potential for development

· Level of commitment to the team i.e. availability

· Physical and psychological ability to play the necessary number of ends (this does not preclude the use of supportive equipment)

· Commitment to personal and team member bowling improvement.
Selection in practice - subject to availability:
· Team members in a winning rink or triple will normally be selected for the next game.

· Team members in a losing rink or triple that lose by two or less will generally be selected for the next match, unless it is their second consecutive loss.

· A member who misses a game due to non-availability will not be guaranteed selection for the next match.

· Both selected members and reserves should arrive 15 minutes before the start of a match (home) or before departure time (away). If at that time a member has not arrived, the relevant team captain will select a reserve. The absent member will also not normally be selected for the next match.

· Members who have been selected consistently for 3 Rink or Mid-Wilts matches in any one season will not be deselected when the 4 Rink matches have finished.
There are other opportunities to play competitive bowls for and within the club which stand outside these guidelines: 
· Tea & Biscuit Leagues - invitation

· Club Friendly Matches - Club Captains

· Spoons Matches - selected by lot.

· Club competitions - self selecting

· County & National competitions - county and national criteria

· Roll ups as arranged by members
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
